Manchester High School will obtain a 3% increase annually in the percentage of 

students scoring “DEVELOPING -or- Higher” on the 2025 Georgia End-of-Course Tests 

through the use of engaging, data-driven, rigorous, evidence-based instruction to 

meet the needs of all students. 

Increase the percentage of students in attendance for the 25-26 school year from 

90.82% (24-25) to 92%. 

By the end of the 2025-2026 school year, there will be monthly professional 

development using the results from the MCSS needs assessment survey administered
